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	POLICY STATEMENT


The Bridge Education Centre recognises that:

•
People are entitled to breathe air unpolluted by tobacco smoke.

•
Passive smoking can be hazardous to health.

•
Environmental tobacco smoke causes discomfort and pervades hair, clothing and furnishings.

•
The majority of the population are non-smokers.

•
Ventilation alone does not adequately protect against the effects of environmental tobacco smoke.

	CENTRE POLICY


As all Hampshire schools and local authority sites, The Bridge Education Centre is a designated non-smoking site. Consequently, all smoking is NOT permitted on the premises/site.

The Bridge Education Centre PHSE programme together with the Science curriculum, ensure all pupils learn about the dangers of smoking and the possible impact upon their health and the health of others around them.
No e cigarettes/or other tobacco content are permitted in any County Council Building site.

The Bridge Education Centre takes a therapeutic, addiction response to supporting children to stop smoking.
Pupils smoking within the building or on the school site and outside of the designated break area will be supported through the behaviour support policy, this policy and through a social pedagogic partnership with parents and school lead health education to ensure this does not happen again.
Pupils who smoke on the school site in the designated break area will be supported through: the behaviour support policy, this policy and through a social pedagogic partnership with parents and other agencies to reduce or cease the use of tobacco products including vapes and e-cigarettes.
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
