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                         Traffic On-Site Policy 
The Bridge Education Centre is committed to providing a safe working environment for everyone using the site at all times.  In order to achieve this, it is paramount that the Traffic On-Site Policy and Plan is followed at all times.

The speed limit on site is 5 MPH this is to avoid serious accidents to staff, visitors and pupils. Please follow all traffic warnings and signage information
Pedestrians have priority at all times.
Staff supervise pupils in the grounds at all times

Hampshire County Council accepts no responsibility for any damage or theft to any property left on their premises. All property left is at the owner’s risk. 
Visitors
Disabled visitors have one allocated disabled visitor-parking bay. Please refer to the attached plan. Disabled visitors to contact the office using the intercom by the security gates if they require help. 
The three visitor parking spaces to the right of the drive are for both CAMHS and The Bridge Education Centre. Please refer to the attached plan.  If these are already in use, visitors to use public car parking. Nearest one being opposite the supermarket Sainsbury.
All visitors must adhere to the speed limit. 
Staff

Staff must park in a thoughtful manner at all times, that enables maximum use of the parking available and vehicles must park in the designated areas first. Vehicles can then be thoughtfully doubled-parked in the larger carpark.  Leaving enough space for staff vehicles to exit the site safely.
There is no parking in front of double gates, any restricted lines or on the grass verges. Please refer to the attached plan.
The mini buses allocated parking bays in the larger car park are for their use only. See attached plan. 

Every driver must adhere to the speed limit of 5 mph, 
Cyclists

Bikes racks are available for cyclists to store their bikes. (The owners must provide locks.)  Refer to the attached plan. Cyclists must not use the walking areas/pavements or cycle around the site freely. Staff/Pupils/Visitors are to use their cycles only for arriving and leaving the school grounds.  Pupils wishing to ride their cycles to school must have written permission of the Head Teacher.  
Delivery/Contractor Vehicles
There is no specific allocated parking for delivery vehicles.     

Small delivery vehicles to park outside the reception office and staffroom they must not obstruct the walking areas or block exits/entry routes

The Site Manager/SLT will direct larger lorries where to park. Times of arrival and parking  (when possible) to be ascertained prior to deliveries.

Contractors, where possible their visits will be pre-arranged. If not the Site Manager/SLT will direct their parking if necessary, otherwise their vans will use the car park.
All vehicles to keep to the speed limit and follow any instructions given by the school staff.      
Pedestrians

Pedestrians must use the pedestrian marked waiting areas and not wait on a vehicular road/area  

Designated footways and paths to be used at all times by pedestrians. Please see attached plan. 

Pedestrians have priority at all times; any signage followed and crossing points used 

Emergency Services

The main route and entrance into CAMHS and The Bridge Education Centre building to be kept clear at all times for any emergency services to gain access and park. The tunnel must be kept clear of vehicles and obstructions between CAMHS and The Bridge Education Centre at all times. 
The security gates open automatically for fire. 
The reception officer controls access for other emergency vehicles. 
Dropping Off/Picking Up Points

No designated points are available. The car park is available for use. The security gates are open overnight – they are closed 9:00am to allow for restrictive access controlled by the office receptionist. They re-open at 3.30
Every driver must adhere to the signage and speed limit. Passengers to follow the pedestrian marked walkway and pavements  

The head teacher has overall responsibility for enforcing the traffic control policy.
